REQUEST FOR VOLUNTARY SUSPENSION — QUESTE COMMUNICATIONS LTD
(ASX:QUE)

We refer to the Company’s request for a trading halt dated 17 May 2016 — this request was
made (as required by ASX) pending the release of a market announcement in relation to a
potential proposed transaction concerning an acquisition by the Company and ancillary matters.

The terms of this market announcement is subject to, inter alia, the Company’s receipt of ASX’s
position in response to a submission made by the Company in relation to the application of the
Listing Rules to the potential proposed transaction (and ancillary matters).
